Nebraska USA Wrestling District 3 Tournament 
This tournament is scheduled for Saturday, March 2nd, 2024 in O’Neill.  We will be going to this tournament as 
a team.  I am strongly encouraging everyone to attend this tournament and make every effort to qualify for the 
USA State Tournament.  Wrestlers can’t go to the State Tournament without going through the District 
Tournament.  Those who qualify will advance to the Nebraska USA State Folkstyle Tournament on Saturday, 
March 16th and Sunday, March 17th (in Grand Island).  The State Tournament is also a qualifier for the Middle 
School National Dual Team and the Elementary National Dual Team.  Registrations must be done on-line 
through TrackWrestling. 
 
To qualify for NEUSAW State, the following applies: 
 
• All wrestlers, all age groups, boys and girls, must participate in the District 3 tournament 
• All girls, K-2, 3-5 and 6-8 grade, automatically qualify for State 
• PreK-K boys, automatically qualify for State 
• Boys in grades 1-2, 3-4, 5-6 and 7-8 must place top 4 at Districts to qualify

This tournament is very important to our Team and having a strong representation at the tournament is 
something we encourage and strive for.
