PLEASE READ THE FOLLOWING REQUIRED PROTOCOLS FOR THE CLINIC (see website for maps):

Pre-K — 2" Grade (and Girls Only Clinic): Wrestlers will enter and exit the building through the doors on the northwest side of
the high school. Park in the northeast parking lot and use sidewalk on the north side of school for entering.

37 — 8" Grade: Wrestlers will enter and exit the building through the doors on the west side of the high school just north of the
loading docks. Park in one of parking lots located west and south of school.
